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Novel List Addition / Change Process
1. Research Novel

2. Discuss the novel with grade level team, librarian, 

principal

3. Fill out Novel Request Google Form by August 31st or 

January 31st.

4. The Novel Committee reviews all requests

5. The Novel Committee discusses all requests (merits, 

content, appropriateness) as necessary.

6. The Novel Committee (31 educators) vote to move the 

request to the school board.  A book with yes votes for 

more than half of those voting, will be recommended to 

the school board.
